New products/applications that benefit the environment or community. Products/applications that are principally commercial in nature will be carefully scrutinised.  
C. Conservation of resources - Reduction in energy and water consumption, minimizing impact/improving wetlands, environmentally significant areas, or similar endeavors.  

D. Community liaison/ improvement - Significant efforts working with the community to improve the environment.  

E. Environmental leadership - Proactive/state of the art environmental efforts leading the gases industry.   

4. Criteria Met (Please choose any that apply.)
F. Beyond compliance – Undertaking an activity/project that was not required by regulation or went significantly beyond regulatory compliance. An activity/project conducted for regulatory compliance may be eligible for recognition if the method or technology used to comply is innovative.  

G. Demonstration of long-term effectiveness - The activity/project results in a lasting environmental benefit e.g. reduction in emissions and improvement in process efficiency.

H. Significant environmental performance improvement - The activity/project demonstrates a more effective method of undertaking an activity.   

I. Environmental benefit to local community - The activity/project results in an environmental benefit to the local community. This could include community environmental education and local community projects.

J. Employee involvement - Employee effort should be active and voluntary.  

K. Cost reduction - The activity/project results in a reduction in costs as well as improvement in environmental benefits and performance.

L. Benefit to the industry - The activity/project provides an overall benefit for the industry and would be recognised as being world class in terms of the activity providing a significant business and environmental benefit. 

M. Innovation - The activity/project is a new or novel approach to produce an environmental benefit.
